Honors Assessment Plan
In line with the college’s requirement, the All-College Honors Program has developed an assessment plan to evaluate its effectiveness. Put simply, the Honors Program must demonstrate that Honors students in the aggregate can meet or exceed the following three student learning outcomes or skills.

Student Learning Outcomes
Honors students will:

1. Communicate effectively in writing and speaking

2. Exhibit strong critical thinking skills

3. Demonstrate high-level research and argumentation skills
This plan requires the regular gathering and analyzing data about student performance 
in order to improve the program. 
Students may be asked to contribute to Honors assessment in several ways:

*Submit a freshman essay to the director by email
*Submit your senior honors thesis to the director by email and in hard copy
*Present your thesis at the annual Ignatius Scholarship Day held on campus in the spring
*Complete written or on-line program evaluations

*Participate in small focus groups about the program
*Complete the Honors website evaluation form in the event you withdraw from the program
*Inform the director of your graduate/professional plans and your eventual employment 

*Apprise the director of changing contact information
When submitting information and email attachments to the director, be sure to include your 
first and last names, your class (e.g., sophomore), and your student identification number. 
The director welcomes comments and suggestions about this assessment plan.
