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Collectors of Canisius memorabilia may want to add this unique piece
to their collection. It is an early 20th century tobacco card featuring Canisius College.  

Issued by Murad Cigarettes, this particular trading card, which measures only 2" x 3", 
was printed around 1910 as part of the tobacco company’s college series.  

It shows the Canisius College seal, the college pennant and a vignette of a college athlete.
The reverse side lists the other colleges in the Murad series, the company motto

(“The Metropolitan Standard”) and the name of the distributor.  
Tobacco card collecting originated in the 1880s as a way for

cigarette companies to increase sales.  Collectors were required to redeem
coupons included in each pack to complete the set.
