With a special focus on learning about the
confluence of Hinduism, Islam and
Christianity in India




We'll also go around
town checking out local
temples, mosques,
ashrams and churches



After about 4 days in Chennai, we’ll pack up

and head by van 3 hours into the countryside

to Loyola Higher Secondary School, a school
for about 800 rural Dalit children.



We will be at the High School for a week,
teaching classrooms of about 50
students in the morning. . .
