Our identity is far more than a logo. It

is the sum of all the ways in which the

logo and all other elements of the

system (e.g., color, typography, writing,

Web usage, etc.) go together to form

our “branding initiative.”

These guidelines will assist you in the

use of the Canisius College identity

system.

Consistency

The hallmark of an effective visual

identity is consistency across all

college departments. Continual

variations in style, quality, character or

approach send mixed signals to the

outside world. Consistency, on the

other hand, is cumulative, with each

impression gaining in impact from all

that went before.

The visual identity guidelines can be

applied in many different ways. This

flexibility allows for the expression of

individual differences while maintain-

ing a united Canisius College look.

The College Logo (DOME)

are made” as whenever possible.  It can be reproduced in two colors or in one color.

NOTE: The logo should never be combined with any other graphic symbol. Any variation on usage must be

approved by the Office of Creative Services.

Suggested typing guidelines

Set the left margin in 1 inch. The

right margin should allow a maximum

of 1 inch and a minimum of 1/2 inch.

The first line or the top margin should

sit 2 1/4 inches from the top of the

sheet. The preferred style is to center

the date, salutations and closing and

indent the beginning of each para-

graph using a serif typeface, such as

Times Roman.

Business card orders can be placed directly 

with the vendor, Bates Jackson, at 854-3000. 

A standard design format has been 

approved by the President. You may add your

personalized information in the space

provided. Cards are available in one or

two colors. The minimum order is 

500.
